RISKS TO YOURSELF 

• Disciplinary and/or Criminal Sanctions 

• Suspension or termination of contract 

• Loss of credibility

RISKS TO YOUR TEAM 

• Loss of game and points 

• Demotion 

• Disciplinary sanctions and fines 

• Loss of reputation 

• Loss of funding 

• Loss of supporters 

 

RISKS TO YOUR SPORT 

• Disappearence of the 

unpredictability of sport which is a 

fundamental principle 
 

• Loss of credibility 
 

• Loss of confidence and support of 

the public for competitions 

• Decline in revenues 

 

RISKS TO YOUR FAMILY 

• The family of a sportsperson found 

guilty of match-fixing inevitably 

face a backlash 
 

• In corruption cases, the family is 

often used as a means of applying 

pressure
